¢ Applicants who were born outside the U.S. or

e Applicants with F-1 Visa must be certified for
English competency and be approved by the
International Student Advisor at San Jacinto
College;

¢ Have a valid Texas Drivers License;

e Have a valid Social Security Number

¢ May need original or certified copy of birth
certificate

e Have no travel restrictions.
